Exit the hotel toward direction for Potsdamer Platz.
You will pass the main entrance of the train station
Potsdamer Platz, cross the intersection and walk
straight ahead until you see a large U which is the sign
for Berlin's underground. Take the Red Line direction
to Theodor-Heuss-Platz and get off at the fifth station
called Wittenbergplatz.

Here you exit the subway and walk the last 250
meters along the Kurfirstendamm to the museum.
Leave the KaDeWe behind and walk along the other
direction, we will get back to it later. You will find the
museum on your left.

BACK

To return to the Marriott Hotel simply reverse your
directions taking the Red Line direction Pankow, exit
at Potsdamer Platz.
