“Mini Mart” to serve the long-staying guests, but the idea was not materialized, and since 1983, the space

was utilized as the workshop for our Kitchen Artist.

A year later it was used as an office space for the 'Assistant Food & Beverage Manager' and the 'Director

of Service Standards'.

In 1990, the idea of creating an authentic English pub came to light. Dr. Sayed Madbouli, the Architect
who led the transformation of Omar Khayyam Hotel to Cairo Marriott Hotel, was commissioned to plan
the architecture and interior of Harry's Pub which reflected the typical flair of traditional English pubs.

All the accessories were imported from the UK.

A list of 100 names was put together and among the entire list, Harry Bosschaart, the General Manager

at that time, “happened to like the name Harry's Pub most” he said.

On September 1st, 1992, Harry's Pub was officially opened. The opening night was attended by the elite

of Egyptian society and leading figures from the local British community.
