Mikvé Israel-Emanuel Synagogue
Consecrated and constructed in 1732, the Mikvé Israel-Emanyuel Synagogue, or Snoa, is the oldest synagogue
still standing in the western hemisphere, and the synagogue’s community dates back to the 1650s. Inside, the
synagogue carpets its floors with white sand to honor their ancestors from Portugal, and a beautiful organ rises
above the synagogue’s Thebah.
