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HOW TO FIND THE HOTEL

By road

From the North: Past the Forth Bridge, follow signs for Edinburgh City Centre on dual
carriageway until you get to a large junction at the Barnton Interchange. Take a right following
signs for Airport and Glasgow. Go straight over the next roundabout continuing on until you
approach the next set of traffic lights where there is a garage on your left (yellow Shell garage).
Turn left here and the hotel is situated on your immediate right. From the South and East (Al,
A74, A701 & A702): Join city bypass (A720) following signs for Glasgow and Edinburgh Airport.
Follow the dual carriageway to its end at Gogar roundabout (junction with the A8). Turn right at
roundabout and follow signs for Edinburgh City Centre. Move into the right hand lane and the
hotel is situated on the right hand side just through the next set of traffic lights. From the West:
Join the city bypass (A720) from Junction 1 off the M8 (city bypass north). Follow the dual
carriageway to its end at Gogar roundabout (junction with A8) turn right at the roundabout
following signs for Edinburgh City Centre. Move into the right hand lane and the hotel is situated
on the right hand side just through the next set of traffic lights.

By rail

Waverley station 4 miles — exit station on Princes Street. Travel west, out of town on A8. Hotel is on
your left 3 miles out of town on A8. Haymarket Station 3 miles — travel west on A8 as above. For
information on train times, please call the National Railway Enquiry Service on 08457 484950.

By air
Fly to Edinburgh International Airport — the hotel is 2 miles towards the city centre on A8.
