All computer printing by the staff is minimized 
Copy and printer paper is recycled paper
We have an active energy conservation committee
Individual high energy heat lamps in guest bathrooms are on timers to 
reduce consumption
For complimentary guest room coffee we use china cups instead of
disposable cups 
We are using china glass and flatware in our associate cafeteria instead 
of plastic ware
Electronic data storage is recommended for all staff members (as
opposed to paper files) 
Plans are in place to replace hotel vehicles to a hybrid vehicle at the end 
of the current lease
